Teamstess Local 190 sent out approximately 1,730 Post-Pomary Election surveys to
our members and retirees, We received 102 responses from survey recipients

97 respondent indicated that they vored - 95%

These numbers tell us that the voting system appeared 10 be working just fine

during the primary election, Al howgh a few had w cast provisional balloes sl
return with proof of identification hefore their ballots could be counted, no one
claimed thar their ballot wasn't sccepted. That's good news.

These nembers el us thar the vast Ay af volers were iy a Difivers licesse 34 1
means of identification, while 2 siprificant portion uted theis vorer idemification card
or soctal secunty number, Clearly, thees thould be recommended to our members for

This survey also indicared that some vorers expencenced some deliy al the
polls. Esghe percent (8%) of respondents indicated some delay ar the polls. And ren
percent (1056} ol respondents sasd that esther they ::f-:rj:nc:& of they saw others
expenience problems wath votng,

The voter turmout for the MNovember General Election sall be at least 2 Y10 3
times as large as the June Primary Election. More voters will vote eacly az the
County Elections office, more voters will vore by bMail Ballot and many mose voters
will vote at the Polls on Election Day. That means that we can expect snme voters
wo cxpericnce delavs in the Movember General Election and also 10 expenence
soimmne probilems in vaing,
