anicl othes onitpesch effoets is being pasd for by a grant Teamsters Local 190
soecived from the Montana Secretaty of Staie's office. Your union, along with more than
20 other arganizations throughout the state, applied for end obexined o federal grans
desigmed o help educaze votert om the changes in voting laws passed by the Congress
and the states.

Another member asked why this [voter education effer] is s union problem.
We'ne hopéng that it in't a problem at all, but the sutcomes of dlections, whether on
iballot ixsoacs or for candidetes funming for public office, have o memendous Impact on

The survey tald us that pencraliy the voting system worked uss fine in the June Pomary
Elecion. Although » few folks reporied some diday at the polls and 8 few hadd w can
provisional ballows and remurn proof of dentificaton before ther ballots could be
counted, no ope clumed that thetr ballist wasa'n sccepaed. That's good news.

The surver alus rells us thas the magority of voters wsed 3 Drivers License as proof of
identification, some used their Voter Idemification Card, wlsle others used cheir
Socinl Security Mumber, Clearly, all of these should be recommencded o oer
memnbsers for 1D pusposes,

The survey ales indicares that some of our members may experience delays ar
the polls on Election Day. Eight percent (5%%) of our membsss indscaoed that there
was siwmc deday ar the polls diging the Premany Election. And although that may not
seem Bke much (the delays ranged from a few minutes longer than wsoal 1o 2s long as 20
ménuses), we don't want anyone 1o get discoursged and leave the palls before castng
their ballor. There are three ways you can syoid delay at the polls,

¥Vaore by mall {abscntee ballot). Thas is an easy procew. Youw can request an
sbsentee ballot from your county election office and vote from the convendence of your
home.
Vote early at the election office. Again, it's casy to do and relatively boc-frec.

Just go into your Cowenty Eleetion Office 8§ am. = 5 pam. and a4k to vote sbientee.

Show up art the polls during off-peak howrs. The busy mmes are often poss
when the podls open, durng the lunch hour and just after 5 pom Voting at off-peak
tmes (1if posable) may mesn shorter bnes.
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micmbers and 3t makes a difference I whether o nof their sotcs couns, we could make 3
huge difference in our memberns” bves.

Votng s onc way our members can help determine the future of our nation, our state,
ouz local povernment and our public schools.
